While researching, remember these guidelines: 

A. Look for characteristics (facts) that translate well into leadership characteristics. You can be literal (elephants show compassion for other elephants; human leaders need to show compassion for their fellow humans) as well as figurative (elephants have excellent hearing; human leaders need to be excellent listeners in order to meet the needs and concerns of others).

B. Try and get facts from at least 2 of the above websites. If you can’t find your animal on 2 different sites, let Mrs. Barno know. 

C. Include the SOURCE of your facts on your research sheet. If more than one website has the same characteristic, write all sources. You may also use a book from home or the library.
