Flip Book Directions

1. Cut each page out along the thick black lines.  Save the directions about folding and numbering the pages.

2. Fold each page and number as directed.

3. Fit the folded pages together so they are numbered correctly as you open the book from the top.  As each tab flips up, you should see the next two pages.

4. Staple once or twice along the fold.  (Stapling along the INSIDE of the open book will allow it to fold and flip better than if stapled from the outside edge of a closed book.)

5. Decorate the cover with a title such as “Geological Features of the Ocean.”

6. Use the Internet, information provided by your teacher, and research you complete on your own to place information about 5 geological features into your book.  Place the information in your book as shown below:


7. The features you may choose your 5 from are:  Continental shelf, continental slope, abyssal plain, trench, mid-ocean ridge, volcanic island, seamount, and guyot.

8. On the back of the last page, include a listing of any books, web sites, or other resources you used to complete the flip book.

As an extra challenge, you may use templates found on the Internet to create you book.  One free template may be found at http://www.readwritethink.org/materials/flipbook/ .

You may also use software such as Powerpoint, Hypercard, Flash, or a web page creator to make an electronic version of your book.
